Sunday Slow Pitch: CAA 15-Adult Softball Team(s) - If you are an individual who would like to play on the CAA

   office. Please note, this is a Sunday league. 
   CAA Slow-Pitch Softball Fee:   $45.00 per individual, includes uniforms and paid umpires. 
   Church Team Managers - Please contact the CAA office to register your team. Maximum of 20  
   players per team. If you are an individual who would like to play for your church, please contact 
   the office to see if (1) your church is registered, (2) who your team manager is. Please do not  
   use this form to register if you would like to play on your church team. 
   Church Team Fee $600.00 includes paid umpires.   

(No refunds after February 28th, refunds prior to 2/28 deduct a $10.00 service fee). 
 

Fundraiser Policy:  CAA will have a pizza fundraiser to help offset the cost of running the program.  All families are 
required to participate in one of two ways. (There are no personnel exceptions for the fundraiser participation).  
 1.  sell a minimum of 3 items per player (min. 6 per multiple player family), or 
 2.  opt not to sell the products and include an additional $20.00 per player or maximum $40.00 per family  
 with your of registration.  See Fees above.  It will be a Pizza fundraiser and you will receive the  
 information from your coach at the first practice 
 

Uniforms:  CAA will provide baseball shirts, pants and hats to all players. CAA uniforms will be returned to your 
coach at the end of the last game (plan to bring a change of clothes), UNLESS your team is sponsored (then you 
get to keep the uniform shirt and hat).

Try-outs:  All 8/9 year olds are required to attend try-outs on Monday, March 5th in the Bishop Cummins Gymnasium 
(directions on web site).  8 years old come at 7:00 and 9 years old come at 8:00p.  If for some reason you are unable to 
attend on 3/5, please call the office to review your experience and talent with the office staff.  You may leave your 
player’s name and the rating information on our message if you are unable to reach us at 410-747-7920.  Please tell us if 
your player has played in the past and what position along with a rank between 1 & 5,  #1 being extremely talented and 
#5 being new with no past experience. Your response will assist in developing balanced teams.  Please make every effort 
to attend. All 8-9 Coaches need to attend both hours to assess players ability.
